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A message from MHBC'’s Minister, Nick Cook

"lam the LORD; that is my name! | will not give my glory to
another or my praise to idols. See, the former things have
taken place, and new things | declare; before they spring
into being I announce them to you." Isaiah 42:8-9

| was struggling with what to write in this, my last contribution to the Outlook
newsletter. There are so many things | could say, so many | want to say. | will
say plenty at other times but knowing what to put here has been difficult. So |
decided to look back 15 years to see what | wrote in my very first Outlook
contribution. Much of it is relevant.

| talked about being conscious of doing things for the last time in Leeds. I'm
going through that again - last Lenthall House, last Thursday service, last
deacons’ meeting. | talked about our apprehension about what our ‘new’ life
was going to look like. Recognise that one. | talked about a level of
excitement about the new things we would enjoy, and yes there is that about
it too. And | talked about the sense of excitement from you as a church as you
prepared for the start of my ministry. Well, maybe that’s different.

Endings are never as easy as beginnings, and although there is a sense of a
new beginning we're not there yet. We still need to do the business of
finishing properly. Rather strangely, a few months ago Ady's college sent me
a booklet entitled “The Unappreciated Art of Ending Well”. It talks about
deliberate things we can do to help us all to come to a sense of closure over
the ministry. | have also talked to people who say we need space to grieve
the passing of something special alongside being able to celebrate the
positive memories.

So I've returned to the passage from Isaiah that | quoted 15 years ago. It
starts by reminding us that God is at the centre of all that we do. We don’t
worship anything else — be they styles of worship, structures of buildings,
healthy finances or charismatic leaders.
